Dear Friends in Christ,

di-a-lec-tic n [ME dialetik, fr. MF dialetique, fr. L dialectica, fr. Gk. Dialektike]: any 
systematic reasoning, exposition, or argument that juxtaposes opposed or contradictory 
ideas and usu. seeks to resolve their conflict

     Did you ever notice all of the seeming contradictions within Christianity? We claim, 
for example, that Jesus is fully human and fully divine. But how can this be? To be 
divine means perfection. To be human means flaws. To be divine means an eternal 
existence. To be human means living a “temporal existence” in which death is a 
certainty. It wouldn’t be so hard if Jesus were half-human (with Mary as his mother) 
and half-God (with You-Know-Who as his Father). That would be a little easier for me 
to understand.
     This is only the beginning of it. There are many other confusing aspects of our faith. 
As the baptized, we recognize that we are God’s saints, sanctified by Jesus’ action on 
the cross. but, if we are saints, how come we often begin our time together on Sunday 
mornings confessing so publicly that we are sinners? And why do we teach that the 
kingdom of God has already arrived in the person of Jesus while at the same teaching 
that the kingdom has not yet fully come?
     These are all examples of dialectics. Dialectics are two opposing ideas that people 
struggle to hold together. The famous question, “The chicken or the egg?”  is also an 
example of dialectics. “How,” we wonder, “can both be the case?”
     In December, Pastor Laurie Jones presented us with a challenge in dialectics. As you 
most probably have heard, she announced in mid-December that she had received a call 
to serve as pastor of Trinity Lutheran Church in Palmer, Alaska. Within a week, after 
much prayerful deliberation and careful discernment, she determined that God was still 
calling her to serve here in this community. As surely as there was disappointment in 
Palmer, there was relief in Seattle. 
     But that is not the dialectic I am talking about. On the one hand, Pastor Laurie has 
decided to stay. This could lead us to conclude, “Phew. We dodged that change.” It is 
tempting to stop thinking any more deeply about the matter. But there is “another 
hand.” Because, on the other hand, in announcing that she would remain in Ballard, 
Pastor Laurie made it clear that she is staying because she believes that there is still a 
mission to be accomplished here. And, any time that the church ventures forward in 
mission, changes are inevitable. 
     We should not be surprised by this reality. We just concluded the season of Advent. 
John the Baptist was a prominent voice among us during that time, calling us to lives of 
repentance. It is well nigh impossible to practice repentance without making basic 
changes in one’s life.
     Thus, we have this dialectic. Pastor Laurie will remain with us. Many have 
expressed relief that this congregation avoided a difficult change. But, in remaining 
with us, Pastor Laurie has made clear her heartfelt expectations and profound hopes that 
changes will be made as we renew our mission in a changing Ballard. 
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PASTORAL EPISTLE (continued)
What will that mean? Only God knows for sure. But you can be certain that your pastors hope that 2008 will herald changes. 
We do not desire “change for the sake of change.” But we pray fervently for changes that will assist us in becoming more 
faithful to the call that our Lord has put before us in this place at this time. In this issue of Ballard Blessings, you will find 
some intriguing new changes in our life together. A Movie Club, a Book Club, and a renewed mission among our expanding 
population of homebound members are all signs of new and promising changes afoot among us. Undoubtedly, there are more 
to come. During this season of “resolutions,” won’t you resolve to open your heart to the new ways in which Christ is calling 
you to love God and neighbor more faithfully?
