Welcome! Following the example of our Lord Jesus Christ, we at Ballard First Lutheran affirm the dignity and worth of all people. We
believe God calls us to be a community of grace, compassion, and justice. With St. Paul, we affirm that, in Christ, “There is no longer Jew
or Gentile, there is no longer slave or free, there is no longer male and female; for all are one in Christ Jesus.” (Gal. 3:28) We believe that
the Gospel, that is, the good news of Jesus Christ, is God’s gift for all people. Furthermore, we believe that this gift is to be shared
unconditionally, without regard to age, race, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, socioeconomic or family status, or physical or
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Dear Friends in Christ,

Are you religious? Are you faithful? Or perhaps you are both. I think that many
people tend to think that the terms “religion” and “faith” are different words for the
same thing. I disagree.

As I see it, to be “religious” is to be associated with a group. It is to be a member of
a mosque, synagogue, church, or temple. In other words, to be “religious” is to be
“affiliated.” I have observed that people can even be religious without believing in God.
I have known people who have been religious about political candidates, sports teams,
and even family. Religious people are often very loyal. A religious person in the church
might be heard to say, “I am involved in the church because I am going to keep the
church doors open. Just like my parents, grandparents, and great grandparents did
before me.” For the religious person, “church” is often associated with a place or a
building.

To be “faithful,” is something different. It means to be in loving relationship with
God and neighbor. Jesus said that the two great commandments are, “Love God with all
your heart, soul, mind, and strength,” and “Love your neighbor as yourself.” When we
strive to do these two things I believe we are faithful. The faithful person might be
heard to say, “I am involved with the church because it strengthens my relationships.
The church provides me opportunity to worship God and to be strengthened to serve my
neighbor.” Love of both God and neighbor are important. Faith is fractured when we
love God and neglect neighbor, just as it is also fractured when we love neighbor and
neglect God.

Of course “being faithful” and “being religious” are not the only two choices. A
person can be both religious and faithful. A person can also be religious without being
faithful. Likewise, a person can be faithful without being religious. And some people
are neither religious nor faithful.

I believe we are at a crossroads. Our neighborhood is changing. In recent months,
we have gained many new neighbors in Ballard with many more to come. And, while I
do not know this for a fact, I have a very strong hunch that a lot of our new neighbors
are not interested in religion so much as they are interested in faithfulness. So, if I am
right about that, I believe that we will have to speak the language of faith with them
rather than the language of religion. I believe that our future as a church rests with us
inviting others into conversation about what it means to love God and neighbor during
these very peculiar times in which we live. But it cannot be just talk. These times
require that we put our faith into practice, recognizing that God’s address is not the
corner of sixty-fifth and twentieth. God is at work in the world.

What then shall we do? Good question. And, sorry. I don’t have the answers myself.
But I do sense that this congregation is at the beginning of a very long and important
journey. As we take those first steps, let us remember to be faithful and to recognize
this truth: While God is surely at work in the life of this congregation, God is also at
work in the world. Let us open our minds and hearts and see what God will show us...

The | CARE offering for June will be received on Sunday, June 22" and the recipient will be the
Lutheran Counseling Network. The mission statement of the Lutheran Counseling Network’s
professional therapists is to be instruments of God’s grace, bringing hope and healing to individuals,
couples, and families in church congregations and in the broader community. LCN’s vision is “Healthy
Individuals thriving emotionally, relationally, and spiritually.” LCN has 13 professional therapists
serving clients in 23 offices located in Lutheran congregations between Bellingham and Auburn. In
addition to psychological training, all are able to work with clients on the faith/spiritual dimensions of
their lives as well.

Lutheran Counseling Network provides individuals, couples, and family counseling, as well as pre-
marital workshops, other educational workshops, and consultation to pastors and congregations. LCN
is an extension of the ministry of the church, endorsed by the ELCA. Many Lutheran pastors refer
parishioners and others to LCN for care. Clients are referred for a variety of reasons: depression,
anxiety, grief and loss, work or life transitions, relationship issues, experiences of abuse or violence,
or parenting and other family issues. Some congregations appoint a representative to serve as a
liaison or on the LCN Board of Directors. Many congregations provide financial support through
donations, which helps enable the Lutheran Counseling Network to provide care to people who need a
discounted fee. About 25% of the clients at LCN pay less than 7% the standard fee for counseling. It is
through the generosity of congregations like ours that this becomes possible. Your | CARE
congributions will go to help provide care to people who need it.
