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Dear Friends in Christ,

In this letter, I want to spend a few moments talking about why it is important for
you to study the word of God. Then, on a page inside this issue of the Blessings, Pastor
Laurie has prepared a nice list of opportunities that will provide you with some ideas
about how we at Ballard First Lutheran plan to study the Bible in the coming months.

First, though, let us consider the question of “Why?” We Lutheran Christians have
long said that the Bible is the Word of God. But what does that mean? For some
people, it means, “The Bible contains no mistakes or contradictions.” But most
Lutherans I know don’t think about the Bible in that way. Here is what I think it means
to say that “The Bible is the Word of God”: “The Bible is the book that tells us what
God wants to say to us.”

That puts a unique spin on the matter. Some people take the entire book literally. I
don’t. I take the literal parts literally. But: I take the symbolic parts symbolically.
Here are a couple of examples. The Bible says: “Remember the Sabbath Day and keep
it holy.” I think that the Bible is quite literal there. So I take it literally and try to make
Sabbath-keeping a regular weekly habit. The Bible also tells us that Jesus says, “I am
the vine. You are the branches.” But that’s not literally true. Jesus was not a literal
vine. He was a literal person. And I’m not a literal branch. Because then I would be a
literal vegetable (Insert your one-liners here). Jokes aside, I am not a literal vegetable.
I am a literal animal, a mammal, a human. When Jesus said, “I am the vine and you are
the branches,” he was not being un-truthful. He was being un-literal. He was being
symbolic and poetic — and very truthful.

That is what I love about the Bible. God speaks to us in so many different ways
through history, poetry, law, story, proverb, genealogy, and song. That is one big
reason why we should study the Bible. Sometimes God is quite literal. And sometimes
God is extremely poetic. But whatever method is chosen: God is always trying to speak
to us. Don’t you think we should listen? I do. That is one reason why, in 2007, the
Evangelical Lutheran Church in America in its church-wide assembly voted to embrace
an initiative called Book of Faith.

The bold vision for this five year initiative is: That the whole church become more
fluent in the first language of faith, the language of Scripture, in order that we might
live into our calling as people renewed, enlivened, empowered, and sent by the Word.
I feel so strongly that this is exactly the vision that we need at Ballard First Lutheran.
To be renewed. To be enlivened. To be empowered. To be sent more deeply into the
world.

I believe there is no better way to begin living into this vision than by encountering
the living Word of God together. As the new program year begins, let us go forward in
faith - strengthened, comforted, and challenged by the God who never stops speaking to
us.
