Furthermore, we believe that this gift is to be shared unconditionally,
without regard to age, race, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, socioeconomic or family status, or physical or mental ability.
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Dear Friends in Christ,

I write you on the week of Thanksgiving, the week that concludes one church year
and anticipates the beginning of another. And so it is a good thing to look back and to
look forward. To look back on this year that has been is to review much drama. Who
among us have not found ourselves intrigued by the surprises and, yes, the spectacle of
the recent presidential campaign? And who has not worried at least a little bit over the
financial crisis? In a recent op-ed column, Tom Friedman made the point that this thing
is far from over. “It’s just the end of the beginning,” he wrote. I admit I shuddered a bit
over that remark.

Even some of the resident, reliable diversions leave us with little comfort. Longtime
Seattle Post-Intelligencer columnist Art Thiel recently told Sports Illustrated about the
malaise in the Seattle sports scene. “It’s so bad around here,” he lamented, “that people
turn from sports to the financial pages to cheer up.” It’s been a tough year for local
sports fans of all stripes (though I’'m happy to report that the Ballard Midgets Silver
football team had quite a good year).

While it is true that there is much about the year that has so recently been that makes
me want to just put it behind me, I think that would be a mistake. During these days
when the shadows are longest and the daylight is so fleeting, despair can so quickly
become our watchword. Sometimes, when the news that gets reported is bad, we are
tempted to conclude that life is bad. And that’s just not so. Life is good.

Even in the darkness, life is good. In fact, I think it no coincidence that the Festival
of Christ-Mass comes to us in the darkness. We celebrate the incarnation of our God
into human flesh when hope seems most fleeting, when the light seems most elusive. It
is into the darkness that Christ always comes. Some are reporting that this will be an
“austere” Christmas. For Christians, the opposite should be true. The darker the times,
the more vivid the light. The darker the times, the more we can be cheered by the light
and love of the Christ child.

The days are sure to get a little shorter yet. The darkness is going to be with us for a
while. What better way to begin the new year, then, but to come together as the people
of God? To be drawn in by the light of Christ. To gather in its warmth. To hurl our
prayers against the darkness. To bring the radiance of Christ out from our gathering and
into the world.

This Advent, we will gather again on three dark Wednesday evenings for soup
suppers and worship. Come for the simple meal and stay for the community. We eat
between 6:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. in Haavik Hall. We worship with Holden vespers in
the sanctuary at 7:00 p.m. This we will do on December 3, 10, and 17. Then, on
December 24, we will greet once again the newborn Christ in our 5:00 p.m. Manger
Service and our 11:00 p.m. Service of Carols, Holy Communion, and Candlelight. On
Christmas Day, our festival will continue at 10:00 a.m. as we observe worship in
English and Norwegian.

May the birth of Christ kindle within you a rebirth of wonder during these days.
Thankful for what has been, [ am eager for what is to come...

Proposed Bylaw changes for the Ballard First Lutheran Endowment Fund

At the 2004 annual congregational meeting, the Board of Directors of the Ballard First Lutheran Endowment
Fund recommended lowering the original goal of $500,000 before beginning to distribute earnings and to begin
distribution of earnings based on the $181,539.09 in the fund at that time. The recommended distribution would
fulfill the mission of the fund, “to provide a living, sustaining resource of funds for future ministries of Ballard
First Lutheran Church.” The recommended distribution would be 5% of the earnings. The recommended initial
amount to be distributed was $10,000 per year, and the allocation to fund recipients would be:

40% - Scholarship/Seminary Fund 30% - Capital Improvement Gift

20% - Community Outreach 10% - ELCA World Hunger

The congregation voted to adopt the recommendations with the stipulation that every four years the
congregation is to vote on the allocation amounts.

To carry out the intent of the congregational vote in 2004 to protect the principal investment of the Fund
while providing sustainable, reliable gifts to Fund Recipients, the Church Council recommends the following
additions to the bylaws be voted on by the congregation at the 2009 annual meeting:

C. 4. If the Principal Balance of the fund is greater than $180,000, the Directors will oversee the
distribution of five (5) percent of a four (4) year Average of the Total Return of the Fund,
unless the percentage is changed by a vote of the congregation. The Principal Balance is
defined as the total Fund value at the end of the previous calendar year. The Total Return
is defined as dividends + interest + capital appreciation.

5. The Average to be used for distributions made through December 31, 2012 will be
calculated using the Average Total Return for January 1, 2004 through December 31, 2007.
The same formula will be used in following four year cycles.

6. Every 4" year the Directors will ask for suggestions from the congregation, the Church
Council, and the pastors for students, seminarians, organizations, or projects that could be
potential recipients of Fund distributions.

7. The Directors will consider all suggestions and determine the annual recipients by majority
vote of the Directors. The Directors may choose to make long-term commitments to
recipients that continue for up to four years (e.g. scholarships). In that case, the Directors
will distribute the remainder of the 5% of the Total Return to other recipients who qualify
for the remaining allocation categories.

8. Every four (4) years, the Directors will present suggested giving allocations to the
congregation at a Congregational meeting for approval.

Campus Ministry Host Families Needed

ministry with International Students at the University of Washington. Zhenchuan received his Masters in
Divinity from the University of Dubuque Theological Seminary. He is committed and passionate about
supporting international students and brings personal experience, understanding, and integrity to this calling.

Our hope is to gently proclaim the Gospel through partnerships with the "Chinese Students and Scholars
Association" and with the "Taiwanese Students Association" at the UW. We plan to begin offering basic ESL
classes (peer taught) during Winter Quarter, as well as offering opportunities for hospitality and fellowship.

In the meantime, we would like to invite local congregational members to become "Host Families" for
international students. We are looking for families that can be a link between the International Student and our
culture. Perhaps invite them to dinner every other week, to go for a hike, to visit a park, to attend some local
events or places of interest. We're not asking for families to provide housing, or counseling, or to be
responsible for any financial obligations. = These students are self-sufficient, but would appreciate the
hospitality and experience of a relationship with a local family during their time of study at the UW.
