With St. Paul, we affirm that, in Christ, “There is no longer Jew or Gentile, 
there is no longer slave or free, there is no longer male and female; for all are one in Christ Jesus.” (Gal. 3:28)  We believe that the Gospel, 
that is, the good news of Jesus Christ, is God’s gift for all people.  Furthermore, we believe that this gift is to be shared unconditionally, 
without regard to age, race, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, socioeconomic or family status, or physical or mental ability.                
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Dear Friends in Christ,
     Can you complete the following one-liner? “The Lord giveth and the Lord 
______ ____.” My guess is that many people would respond by saying, “That’s 
easy! ‘The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh away’.” I know that there are some 
who have uttered those words at the bedsides of people who are terminally ill. 
And, while I have not used the words in such a context, they have also been 
spoken at funerals. Recently, I saw a cartoon in which a stockbroker used the 
words to explain to his clergy client why the pastor’s stock portfolio had taken 
such a hit. Part of the funny irony in the cartoon, I suppose, is that a stockbroker 
was quoting the Bible to a preacher.
     The words are, in fact, found in the Bible. Sort of. The quotation can be 
found in the Book of Job. According to the story, God tells Satan about the great 
faithfulness of Job. Satan responds by challenging God to take everything away 
from Job and then see whether or not Job is such a champion. For whatever 
reason, God takes Satan up on the dare, destroying all that Job possesses and 
loves: his livestock, home, possessions, and even his children. But, rather than 
curse God, Job makes the statement from which those famous words are 
derived. In the King James Version of Job 1.21, he says, “Naked came I out of 
my mother’s womb and naked shall I return thither; the Lord gave and the 
Lord hath taken away; blessed be the name of the Lord.” Even in his deep 
anguish, Job declared that he was born with nothing and he was content to die 
with nothing. The Lord gave him everything he had and so, presumably, the 
Lord had the right to take it all away. At least, that is how I have understood 
those words. 
     This Lent, we will be worshiping each Wednesday under the theme, “The 
Lord giveth and the Lord… forgiveth.” I agree that God has blessed us with all 
that we have that is good. Further, I believe that there are many things that God 
indeed desires to take away from us. In fact, I believe that this season of Lent is 
in part intended to empower us to let go. It is a season in which we are invited to 
give thanks for all of our blessings and to ask God to take away our shame, self-
importance, resentments, self-righteousness, greed, and all other things that 
come between us and God, between us and neighbor. 
     To assist us in our worship, Pastor Laurie and I will be joined by some 
special “guest preachers” over the coming weeks. We are privileged to 
announce that Chris Boerger, Bishop of the Northwest Washington Synod, 
Pastor Darla DeFrance, City Coordinator of the Lutheran Volunteer Corps, and 
Pastor Phil Reitz, ELCA Deployed Staff in Stewardship, will join us during this 
holy season. The outline for our preaching will be based on the book Free of 
Charge; Giving and Forgiving in a Culture Stripped of Grace, by Miroslav 
Volf. The Lenten schedule is printed immediately below this letter. 
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   “The Lord giveth and the Lord taketh away.” Too often: Those words are reserved for times of dying. I choose to 
believe that they are words to live by. During these difficult economic times, let us remember that God gives all 
that we need to live as whole people in this world. And let us remember that, in forgiveness, God takes away all of 
those things that prevent us from knowing the fullness of life that God intends.

Tom Nelson, an attorney who co-founded 
the organization Americans United for Palestinian Human Rights, will report on his recent investigation 
of possible war crimes in Gaza, with a concern for upholding international law.  The Reverend David 
Mesenbring, pastor of the Church in the World Ministries at St. Mark’s, will be the moderator.
     Ahli Hospital in Gaza City was overwhelmed in the recent Gaza conflict.  Sponsored by the Episcopal 
Diocese of Jerusalem, it has for over a century provided medical care to all persons in its community.
