3:28)  We believe that the Gospel, 
that is, the good news of Jesus Christ, is God’s gift for all people.  Furthermore, we believe that this gift is to be shared unconditionally, 
without regard to age, race, national origin, gender, sexual orientation, gender identity, socioeconomic or family status, or physical or 
mental ability.                
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Dear Friends in Christ,

     “Something is wrong here.” “This is not the way that things are supposed 
to be.” Have you recently found yourself saying something a lot like that? It 
seems like there is much that ails us as individuals, as community, and even as 
nation and world. What’s the word for it? In the old days, the word that was 
used for that which ails us was “sin.” Today, that word seems at least passé, if 
not prudish. In fact, it is hard to say the word without blushing a bit. A few years 
ago, the journal, Theology Today, devoted an entire issue to the topic of sin. In 
that issue, Thomas G. Long wrote an impassioned editorial describing the way 
our culture has trivialized the word, sin. His piece was entitled, “God Be 
Merciful to Me, a Miscalculator” (If you didn’t know that the original, biblical 
quote is, “God be merciful to me, a sinner,” don’t feel bad. You help to prove 
his point).

     Call it what you want. Call it sin. Call it miscalculation. Call it broken-ness, 
if you like. If we are honest, though, we know that life is not as God intends. In 
fact, such things do not only ail us. They often consume us. That’s probably 
where we get the expression, “What’s eating you?” If someone were to ask 
you, “What’s eating you?” wouldn’t it be hard to limit your answer to one 
thing? In truth, there is usually more than one thing that “eats at us,” that 
“consumes” us. 

     Summer is not usually a time we like to think of such things. Summer is for 
“escapism.” We read trashy novels that allow us to “escape our own struggles” 
for a time. We “escape town” and take vacations. We take in movies about 
wizards or superheroes or outer space and consider it “escapist fare.” No. It is in 
the dark of winter, at Lent, when the days are shortest and the shadows longest 
that we tend to gaze most intently at the harsh realities of the world’s darkness.

     This summer, when the days are longest, we invite you to come to church in 
the middle of the week, each Wednesday of July and August, in order to
“escape” your routine. We offer a drop-in meal between 6:00 p.m. and 7:00 p.m. 
Then, at 7:00 p.m., we will gather as a community to consider some of the 
things that ail us, eat at us, and even threaten to consume us. Things like 
loneliness, anxiety, hopelessness, sickness, cynicism, and despair. But we will 
not stop there! For, each week, we will also be joined in our gathering by a 
guest who is working in our community as a “healing agent,” or, to say it 
perhaps a bit more accurately, as a “hope agent.”
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     We have been working to craft a worship opportunity that is very different from anything which we have tried 
before. We use that term “craft a worship opportunity” very intentionally. For: Each week, we will gather as 
community and “build the service.” We will build some songs together. With help from some of our artistic 
members, we will create images and ideas and words of praise and offerings to God together. And, while we are 
building this worship service together each week, it is hoped that the real thing we are building is genuine, 
authentic community. That’s the real cure for what ails us.

     Who should come to these Wednesday evening gatherings? People who missed Sunday worship because they 
were out of town? (Yes). People who came to worship and would like to be involved, but do not want to 
experience a “re-run” (Yes. We promise no “re-runs” from Sunday). Friends who do not otherwise attend our 
church? (Yes. Please invite a friend). Child care families? (By all means!) If nothing else, it’s one less meal to 
prepare.

     Something eating at you? Come and get fed instead!
