Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

When I lived in Southern California we used to say there was only one season: it
was year-round sunshine (some of you may remember the song lyrics: “...it never
rains in California...”). Later I moved to Santa Fe and for the first time in my life
I bought a winter coat and marveled at the changes from one season to the next.
Then I had my stint in the Midwest where I found out how cold cold really is, and
where they say there are just two seasons: Winter and Orange Barrel. But: here
in the Pacific Northwest there’s nothing quite like the changing seasons!

As 1 write this, I’'m mindful that Fall is in the air. The sky is blue and the sun is
brightly shining today, but the days are getting shorter and the evening temps are
getting cooler. Leaves are beginning to change color and some are already falling
from the trees which, of course means it’s also time for another work-day to
spruce up the church grounds! Our children and youth are back to school and
parents and families are adjusting to hectic schedules and frenetic routines.

This is true in the Church year as well. Fall is a season for much change. We’ve
already resumed our Fall schedule with Sunday School for ages 3-103 every
Sunday from 9 a.m. to 9:50, followed by worship at 10, and coffee hour
fellowship thereafter. We’ve held our Confirmation Orientation for Middle
Schoolers (and parents) and are looking forward to our first retreat of the year for
Middle Schoolers (sans parents).

Through this change, we continue to embrace ancient
rituals of centuries past alongside new ways of offering God our thanks and praise as week after week we remember
and engage in our Sabbath-keeping practices.

Changes are indeed inevitable. And yet our faith teaches us that there is one thing that does not change, and that is
God’s profound love for us and for all of creation. I hope and trust that as the seasons change, as we experience the
never-ending day-to-day changes of each and every season of our lives, that we will experience the joy of knowing
God’s loving grace and merciful forgiveness in our lives so that we can share God’s love, grace, mercy, and
forgiveness with a broken world very much in need of change.

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BEYOND OUR CONGREGAT/ION

News from the Lutheran Public Policy Office — Election 2009

There are two major statewide issues that we — as voters — will face as the voter information
pamphlets arrive by early October: Initiative 1033 and Referendum 71. (Don't forget: Ballots can be
mailed as early as mid-October.) First of all you should know that an initiative is “from the people”
and if approved establishes state law. A referendum is also “from the people” but puts a state law
before the people for a vote of approval or disapproval.

Initiative 1033

[-1033 concerns state, county, and city revenue. This measure would limit growth in state, county,
and city revenues deposited and subject to a state expenditure limit. This limit would be adjusted
based on annual growth in inflation and population. This limit would exclude voter-approved revenue
increases. Revenues that come in above the limit would be used to help reduce property tax levies.

The statewide council of the Lutheran Public Policy Office (LPPO) is opposing this measure.
Our primary reason is that this measure, if enacted, would not only severely limit the amount of
revenue local and state governments can raise, but would have the indirect consequence of
potentially decimating basic services normally funded by government such as public safety,
transportation, environmental services, education, and health & human services — all things that we
the people of this state rely on. Here in Washington, we've made progress toward providing every
child access to a good education, every resident a chance for economic security and prosperity, and
health care for children so they are ready to learn. 1-1033 puts Washington's progress and potential
at risk. In short, 1-1033 would lock in this year's budget as baseline, and all future spending would be
based on that. The worst of times in Washington would become the best that we can hope for.

Quick Facts about I-1033

* [-1033 limits the growth in revenue each year for state, county, and city general funds through an
arbitrary formula based on the cost of inflation plus population growth. This fails to account for the
actual costs of services that we all use, and it would severely limit Washington's ability to make long-
term investments in education, healthcare, and economic security.

* During periods of recession, revenue can fall sharply because of decreased economic activity (like it
did this year). 1-1033 would limit our ability to return to previous levels of investment because the
base from which revenue growth is determined would be linked to this year's spending.

* |If total revenues for state or local governments grow more quickly than the limit, property taxes
would be reduced. However, 1-1033 does nothing to ensure that the property tax relief would be
properly targeted to those who need it most. Making matters even worse, because of existing
property tax limits, this would permanently decrease in the ability of state and local governments to
fund basic public structures.

Referendum 71

R-71 concerns the extension of marital rights to same gender partnerships and heterosexual partners
over 62. This bill (SB 5688) was passed by the legislature and signed by the governor only affects
state registered domestic partnerships. General areas that this law addresses are health care related
decisions, hospital visitation, powers of attorney, death and burial issues, and benefits accorded to a
surviving partner upon the death of the other registered partnership. LPPO’s statewide council
decided to endorse Referendum 71. Our primary reason is that we believe on the basis of equally,
fairness, and economic justice that state registered partnership should be entitled to the same basic
rights that state registered marriages are privileged to have. Remember that if you support R-71
that means you support the existing law; if you disagree with the current law then you
disapprove of R-71. For more information on the Approve R-71 campaign, contact Washington
Standing for Families Together at www.wasft.org.
