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Dear Friends in Christ,

     Welcome to 2010. Before 2009 fades too far into sepia-colored memory, it is 
always good to ponder what the events of the last year have taught. In the case of 
this congregation, it seems to me particularly important to reflect on what 
“Basement Church” has meant to us.

     For me, “Basement Church” has been a mixed blessing. It has not been easy. It 
would be dishonest to say I have thoroughly enjoyed the disruption of routine, the 
struggle to provide heat through a bitterly cold stretch, the seeking out of 
alternative locations for funerals, the displacement of activities and groups, and 
the myriad details over which your staff has spent much worry (and, yes, in my 
case, even some anxiety). And, let’s be honest. It is difficult to capture the sense 
of holiness downstairs in “Basement Church” that we have come to know upstairs 
in “Cathedral Church.”

     At the same time, “Basement Church” has been a blessing. We have 
experienced, I believe, an undeniably good spirit as we have worshiped “down 
low.” We sit closer to one another, for one thing. Even though the acoustics are 
not nearly as good as upstairs in “Cathedral Church,” I believe we sing better in 
“Basement Church,” simply by virtue of the seating arrangements. We are also 
arranged in a semi-circular fashion. That seems to create the kind of informality 
that people experience when gathering around a campfire.

     Upstairs, with marble altar front and center, pews bolted down and pointed 
squarely north, the glorious pipe organ presiding over the room, “Cathedral 
Church” feels like, well, church. Downstairs, with the kitchen just off the main 
hall, with power cords perilously taped to the floor like snakes ready to strike, 
with a decor that has seen better days, with teen-agers sitting on the steps to the 
stage, and with our folding chairs looking clumsily eastward to the rising Sun, 
“Basement Church” feels like, well, community.

     Before we move back upstairs, it seems a good thing to ponder what we have 
gained while downstairs. If we have, as I suspect, gained a more profound sense 
of community in the basement, then it would be a pity to leave that behind when 
we make our ascent in the next couple of months or so.

     When Sunday school resumes on January 10, 2010, the adult forum will take 
up precisely that theme. We will consider what “Basement Church” has meant for 
our community. We will talk about the gifts we have received these recent 
months.

     And so I invite you to come and join the conversation. As you prepare, I invite you to consider questions like 
these: “What have we learned about ourselves while worshiping in the basement?” “What have we gained?” What 
is new that we would like to take with us upstairs?” “What will we be glad to leave behind?” “What will we miss?” 
“How can we keep the good spirit of community among us alive and thriving?”

     It is good to be in ministry together!

     Operation Nightwatch provides spiritual care and hope for the community at night, compassionate 
relief and shelter for homeless men, women, and families, low-cost housing and support services for 
seniors and the disabled, and education and encouragement for others to respond to the needs of the 
less fortunate. Operation Nightwatch relies on monthly gifts to keep the doors open and the lights on.  
Thank you for your ongoing generosity to our I CARE recipients.

Many Ways to Continue to Help in this New Year!
     Folks at Ballard First Lutheran have been filling the "Blue and Red Bins" with items for the Compass 
Center.  Donations have included towels, twin bed sheets, pillowcases, soap, shampoo, deodorant, and
twin blade razors.

     The Ballard Food Bank receives a lot of needed canned goods from the Ballard First Lutheran 
congregation.

     Spend a few minutes evaluating a pattern of relying on 
God for your well-being.  In 2 Corinthians 9:8, St. Paul 
writes that “God is able to make all grace abound to you, 
so that in all things at all times, having all that you need, 
you will abound in every good work.”  A money 
autobiography can help you see not only where this pattern 
might be visible in your past, but also where God might 
help you abound in the coming year.

Rick Friedhoff, the current director of 
The Compass Center, will serve as the Executive Director of CHA. Compass Housing Alliance will be 
governed by a newly formed, independent board.

The 
role of church liaisons will remain the same as well. The liaisons will continue to vote in the Board of 
Directors and will remain a communication link between the member congregations and CHA. The 
Compass Housing Alliance will have two administrative sites: one at 77 Washington, where The Compass 
Center is currently located, and one at the Crown Lutheran property, where LATCH currently resides.  
This merger unites two important ministries in the Puget Sound area, which together will provide a 
continuum of services to low income people. Both agencies have always shared a strong Lutheran 
heritage and a common objective – to provide housing and services to those in need while promoting the 
values of dignity, mutual respect, and self-determination. Compass Housing Alliance will work to provide a 
more efficient and complete spectrum of housing and other services.
