Report from the 2010 Northwest Washington Synod Assembly
     Delegates and visitors gathered at the Comcast Convention Center in Everett May 14-15 for the 
annual Northwest Washington Synod Assembly.  The theme this year was “God’s work. Our hands”.  
Throughout the Assembly, there were presentations from ministries in our Synod that told of God’s work 
being accomplished through our hands. 
     The keynote speaker was Dr. Amy Boden, author of the book, God’s Welcome, Hospitality for a 
Gospel-Hungry World. Hospitality for Dr. Oden is much more than being friendly to the new-comers in 
our churches.  It is about God’s welcome to us and through the stranger. It is really an act of 
faithfulness.  God has already welcomed us in Christ.
     As always at our assemblies, there were resolutions presented.  Several dealt with the vote taken at 
the 2009 Churchwide Assembly allowing same-sex blessings and non-celibate gay clergy to serve 
congregations in the ELCA if a call is extended by a congregation.  These resolutions had the intent of 
rescinding the vote.  Delegates voted overwhelmingly not to bring these resolutions up for consideration.
However, delegates did pass a resolution that the Northwest Washington Synod call upon the citizens of 
Washington to reform our tax structure so that people of every income level pay an equitable portion of 
their income, and furthermore that our Synod support any initiative that would accomplish this by taxing 
those who are in the top 3% of income earners in the State of Washington. The ELCA Social Statement 
on Economic Life directs the members of the ELCA to correct the regressive system in our State so that 
people are taxed progressively in relation to their ability to pay. Currently, Initiative 1098 attempts to 
accomplish this purpose.  (For more information on this initiative, visit: www.Yeson1098.com.)
     Delegates also voted on nominees for half of the Synod Council as well as for delegates to the 2011 
Churchwide Assembly.  For the first time, voting was done electronically.  There were only minor 
glitches, and delegates agreed the voting process was much improved with this system.
